Motion by Brown to authorize a building permit for Lisa Taylor, second by Keasling, all aye, motion carried. 
City Clerk – Motion by Brown to forgive 15,000 gallons of sewer for 100 KD South, second by Sapp, all aye, motion carried.
Motion by Keasling to resubmit the IDNR Water Access grant application for the boat dock area, second by Sapp, all aye, motion carried.

Discussion was held on submitting an IDNR Water Trails Grant for the boat dock area.  More information will be obtained to see if an engineer is required. 

Discussion was held on the Bright Ideas Grant for the boat dock area.  The grants awards have not been announced at this time.

Public Works – Jerred Reed asked the council if the city would be willing to purchase a cell phone for the public works department to use for city business only.  Consensus of the council was to see what other communities are doing.
Discussion was held on bulldozing the old tree dump property.  Jerred Reed will get quotes for the project.

Motion by Sapp to allow the fire department $685.00 to purchase fire prevention materials, second by Keasling, all aye, motion carried.

Motion by Sapp to authorize a donation of $55.00 for a school backpack, second by Keasling, all aye, motion carried.

Trails/Parks – No report.
Engineer- Jim Warner was present to update the council on the progress of the sewer project.   Motion by Brown to authorize the Facility Plan Version 1and to authorize the mayor to sign the SRF loan application, second by Durflinger, all aye, motion carried.
Discussion was held on the maintenance and cleaning of the water tower.  Jim Warner will get the contact information for Great Plains Structures.  The warranties will still apply to the tower.

Motion by Durflinger to contact Area XV for the CDBG funds for the sewer project, second by Keasling, all aye, motion carried.
Gothic Visitors Center – Motion by Brown to authorize $100.00 donation for Music in the Park, second by Keasling, all aye, motion carried. 
Historic Preservation – No report.
Eldon Uptown/Downtown – The courtyard is in the process of being complete.
Eldon Athletics – No report.
Playground – Donna Jeffrey explained that the playground has weeds.  Mayor Potts suggested that Todd or Dean could go weed eat.

Motion by Sapp to authorize waiving the 2nd and 3rd readings of Ordinance 354, roll call vote taken, all aye, motion carried.
Mayor Potts updated the council on the nuisance abatements.  Shirley Stacey asked about vehicles that do have current license plates but are inoperable vehicles.  Mayor Potts explained that once the city obtains new legal counsel that will be addressed.

Discussion was held on NIMS.  Carrie Teninty will plan a work session with the council to become compliant.
Discussion was held on an audit.  Carrie Teninty explained that the city has paid $6000.00 to the state auditor’s office.  An audit is required every eight years depending on the city expenditures. Consensus was to continue to let the state auditors handle the audit.

Motion by Keasling to authorize the B&B Propane contract pricing, second by Brown, all aye, motion carried.

Discussion was held on Will Roland’s time off work.  Motion by Keasling to authorize paying Will Roland for 16 hours, second by Brown, all aye, motion carried.  
Public Forum – None.
Council Discussion – Craig Brown asked about the weeds at the boat dock area.  Once a pesticide license is obtained, spraying will resume.
Motion by Brown to adjourn, second by Sapp, all aye, motion carried.
